persistent. Campaign offices are hectic places. It may
take multiple phone calls to different people to get a proper
response. Be patient. Campaign staff often work long
hours for little or no pay. You may get a volunteer on the
phone or you may get the campaign manager. Be polite
and clear in all your requests.

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The Unfolding Drama of District 78

The drama continues for House 78" District. The
March Primary resulted in a tie of 6934 votes each for
Deborah L. Graham and Dorothy M. Reid. On April 8%,
a historic coin toss by state election officials was used to
break the tie. Reid was declared the winner of the coin
toss, but Cook County Circuit Judge Raymond Jagielski
later nullified the coin toss and ordered a new election.
An Illinois court had never sought to resolve a close
election by throwing out election results and ordering
a new one. However, in the last couple of weeks, the
Illinois Appellate Court canceled the special election

scheduled for September 10. The election would have
also included the other two Democratic candidates but no
Republicans because there were none fielded in the origi-
nal Primary race. Instead of a new election that would
cost the taxpayers $350,000, a manual recount of more
than 650 disputed ballots will be completed. According
to the Chicago Tribune, the discrepancies in the election
results due to lost ballots and other problems were not
extraordinary enough to necessitate such a drastic step

as a new election. m

The 2004
guide will have full demographic
information for these new districts
and the legislators who represent
them after the 2002 election re-
sults.

A user’s guide is located near the beginning, prior to the
profiles of the members of the 92" Illinois General As-
sembly (Part 3); the profiles of the executive (Part 4) and
judicial branches (Part 5) and the people
who hold these offices. A change from
previous almanac issues is the inclusion
of more information regarding the hold-
ers of these offices. These sections also
cover legislators’ key votes, election re-
sults, 2001 bill passage rates, campaign
finance information, and biographical
information.

A brief section in Part 6 gives us
a brief listing of the Illinois Congres-
sional Delegations, which is then fol-
lowed up by a segment of demographic
information on the state of Illinois in
table form.

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Revisiting the 2002
Illinois State Fair

Just inside the Main Gate of the State Fair-
grounds a stone marker will note the placement of
a time capsule designated not to be opened until the
bicentennial in 2052. Governor George Ryan and
his wife Lura Lynn selected personal and pertinent
artifacts for placement in the time capsule. These
items include a picture of Ryan and his wife taken
at the 1999 State Fair, the year the governor took
office; a scrap album from the Governor and Mrs.
Ryan’s historic trip in 1999 to Cuba; and a piece of
ribbon that was cut at the main gate in opening the
2002 State Fair. Additional objects relevant to the
Fair placed in the time capsule include the follow-
ing: a copy of the book Illinois State Fair: A 150
Year History, A State Fair 150" commemorative
pin, copies of all 2002 State Fair Premium books, a
2002 State Fair Daily Schedule and Timeline, and a
2002 State Fair cookbook. Other assorted State Fair
memorabilia was included as well. @

New Legislation Recently Signed Into Law

House Bill 5002 (Lyons, Eileen) will now require
clergy members to report suspected sexual abuse to the
Illinois Department of Children and Family Services, just
as teachers and doctors are already required to do. How-
ever, under the new law, clergy will be exempted from
the reporting requirements if the information is obtained
during confession or in their capacity as spiritual adviser.
Includes penalties for “willfully” failing to report child
abuse, including a misdemeanor for the first offense and
a Class 4 felony for a subsequent offense.

Effective July 1,2003, House Bill 5615 (Slone) strips
the driver’s license of a motorist convicted three or more
times of driving without insurance. Prior to this bill’s
passage, those caught repeatedly driving without insur-
ance would have their vehicle license plates suspended,
meaning they could not legally drive that car, but could
legally drive another vehicle.

House Bill 4117 (Wright) already is in accordance
with what the state allows regarding prayer in schools.
Ryan suggested that it was necessary to sign it more or
less as a reminder to students that they “have the right to
reflect silently at any time, not just at the beginning of the
day when the teacher and class are involved.” m
